3 Players List

Every team taking part in the Tournament must, on 30 min before the beginning of the 1st game of the Tournament, present to the Organising Committee the final list of players (maximum 20 Players).

Changes to the list are strictly forbidden after its delivery.

Along with the list of players, passports or player cards (originals, no Photostats) issued by the National Football Association must be shown for identification purposes.

4 Substitutions

7 (seven) substitutions are allowed in each match. They can be done at every moment of the match, regardless of the player role.

5 Tournament rules

The Tournament will consist of 11-a-side matches and will develop as follows, 

If 1 qualifying group: every team will play against the other teams included in the same qualifying group. After Final match: 

The winners and the 2 nd of the qualifying groups will play the 1-2 finals. 

The third-placed and fourth-placed teams will play the 3-4 finals.

If 2,3,4 qualifying group: The Tournament will consist of 11-a-side matches and will develop as follows: the teams will be divided in two qualifying groups; every team will play against the other teams included in the same qualifying group.

The Tournament will consist of 8 (7+1)-a-side and 6 (5+1)a-side matches and will develop as follows: the teams will be divided in two qualifying groups; every team will play against the other teams included in the same qualifying group.

The winners and the runners-up of the qualifying groups will play the quarter and semi-finals.

The winner of one qualifying group will play against the runner-up in the other qualifying group.

The winners of the two quarter -finals will play the Semi-final, and after Final-match for 1st and 2nd place.

The losers of the two quarter -finals will play other match for 3rd and 4th place.

The third-placed and fourth-placed teams in the qualifying groups will play 2 matches (same rules as 1-2 place) for 9th and ….. place.

6 Classifications

In the qualifying matches points will be awarded as follows:

3 (three) points to the winner, 1 (one) point to each team for a draw, 0 (zero) points to the loser;

At the conclusion of the qualifying matches, should there be teams with the same points, the following criteria will be used in order to determine the classification:

1st result of the direct match,

2nd goal difference;

3rd highest number of goals scored;

Should these criteria still not be decisive, the order will be determined by the means of a draw.

7 Duration of the matches

Games 11:11: Every match will be of 2 halves of 20 minutes each (total time 40 minutes).

The matches will be played between 11 players teams, on fields of regular dimensions, with regular goals and using No. 5 balls.   Only Category: 1997 using No. 4 balls.(!)

Games (8:8 (7+1) and 6:6 (5+1):  Friday and Saturday: Every match will be of 1 halves of 26 minutes (total time 26 minutes).

Sunday: Every match will be of 1 halves of 20 minutes (total time 20 minutes)

The matches will be played between 7+1 (5+1) players teams, on fields of regular dimensions, with regular goals and using No. 4 balls.

8 Penalty kicks

Should the quarter, semi-finals or the finals matches end in a draw, the winners shall be decided by the taking of kicks from the penalty mark, in accordance with the procedure laid down in the Laws of the Game.

9 Extra times

Extra times will never be played throughout the Tournament.

10 Referees

The matches will be directed by official MLSZ. (Hungarian Referee Association) referees and assistant referees.

11 Tournament Committee

A Tournament Committee will be put in place and will be responsible for every dispute, complaint, appeal or unexpected circumstance. The Committee will be formed by the following people:

Should be necessary, the Tournament Committee will send a report to the National Association.

The Committee will not accept complaints or appeals concerning the referees decisions.

Every player guilty of unsporting behaviour will be referred to his National Association, that will take the necessary steps.

Every staff member of the teams taking part in the Tournament, guilty of unsporting behaviour during the Tournament will be referred by the Tournament Committee by means of a written report to the relevant National or International Association that will take the necessary steps.

12 Discipline of the Tournament

The discipline of the Tournament has been appointed to the Sport Judge (of his substitute) of the local Committee off the Italian Football Association.

13 Disciplinary regulations

The player sent off during a match can play in his team’s next match.

The Sport Judge can, however, impose a more severe punishment.

The player that receives a second caution in the Tournament can play in his team’s next match 14 Appeals

Appeals must be presented no later than 30 minutes after the end of the match accompanied by a fee of 30,00 € (thirty); copy of the appeal must be delivered to the counterpart no later than 30 minutes after the end of the match.

15 Insurance

It’s up to every team taking part in the Tournament to insure their players. The Organizing Committee of the Tournament is responsible of the regularity of the insurance.

16 I.F.A.B.

The Tournament is held in conformity with the current edition of the I.F.A.B. (International Football Associations Board) regulations.

17 “Informare per Formare” (Inform to Form)

The organizing team together with the competent Regional Committee will hold, during the Tournament, an educational and technical meeting for trainers, managers, parents and players. At the meeting a speaker of the same Regional Committee will be present.

18 General rules

All the matters not covered by these regulations shall be determined by the rules of the Italian Football Association along with the ones written on this season Official Bulletin published by the Hungarian Football Association.

19 choice of the jersey.

In each match, the first team (Home Team), as stated in the official program, will retain the choice of the jersey.
